In the past 12 months, we have already conducted the
first module of Christian Family Life Educators
Training Course, for 4 batches in Fuzhou and 2
batches in Fuging with more than 300 students. én th
meantime, we have formed two working committees
with members who are convicted to coordinate and
follow up the ministry in their respective regiom.o
date, 28 students in Fuzhou and 13 students imBuqi
have completed their3module course and they are
having their internship in their respective chushe
We hope after their practicum, they will work as
trained family life educators, to conduct the famil
life wellness courses such as “Self-awareness”,
“Marriage Preparation” “Parenting”; “Rekindle Your
Flame”; “Family Covenant Group” and “Family
Altar” in their respective churches.

The church in China has already had a history aemo
than 200 years, including 30 years of going through
the baptism of communism and the Cultural
Revolution. More than 8,000 Protestant and over
30,000 Catholic missionaries were expelled from the
country in 1951. All churches were taken over lg/ th
government and converted into warehouses or offices.
Although the 3 million or so believers at that time
suffered severe persecution, most of them managed t
hold on to their faith through devotions and praiyer
their homes. This led them to encountering sigrs an
wonders personally. The believers in fact have
increased qualitatively and quantitatively.

After the transition of national leadership in 1978,

with the influence of some church leaders, under the
name of Three-Self Patriotic Movement, the right to

the use of churches was restored. Theological
seminaries were allowed to operate and permits for
printing of Bibles were also granted. The Christian

community began to grow by leaps and bounds after
then.



In addition, there are many church leaders who did n
go through any official theological education yet
zealously evangelized and established house chairche
Most of them are charismatic in nature. According to
some scholars’ estimation, about 6.5% of the
population in China are Christians. For instange o
in five people in Pingtan Island of Fujian proviree
Christians.

Praying with Students

Though the number of believers has been increasing,
personal and family problems have been increasing a
well. As pastoral workers are lacking in family life
education and counseling skills, they can do ngthin
more than utter some prayers over their problems.
Even some pastors’ families are encountering
problems in marriage relationships and parenting.
Therefore, they are very keen to attend courses to
learn how to integrate faith with marriage and family
life. They find such courses very practical indeed.

Many of the children born after the Cultural
Revolution have reached the suitable age for
marriage, but they are almost clueless about the
traditional family value system and personal moral
concepts. They are uncertain about their personal
goals in life, intimidated by phony behaviors, and
fed up of manipulative games. They have a great
desire to establish a proper family as a means of
gaining a peaceful mind, affirming their position
and sense of belonging, sincerely loving one
another, attaining freedom and self-esteem, etc.
This may also be the factors that open their minds
to the courses provided by Oasisflec.
